A Papal Request: 
The Holy Father has asked the worldwide Missio network to support mission dioceses in training the future leaders of the Church. Therefore, Missio strives to support every diocesan seminarian in all 1,070 mission dioceses around the world. 

For the new and growing faith communities to become self-sufficient and flourish, it is essential they train their own Priests, Religious men and women. Mission parishes and dioceses contribute to the formation of their Priests and Religious, but they do not have enough funds to cover all the costs. Where resources are lacking, Missio helps to train new Priests for tomorrow.

[image: ]Without Missio very few men would have the opportunity of studying for the priesthood, and good vocations would have to be turned away. 

Through prayer and financial help, Missio supports the building of seminaries, contributes to seminary running costs and subsidises student education.


Missio helps Catholics share the gift of faith by supporting vocations in areas where the Church is new, young or poor

Contributions to Missio are distributed to seminaries in mission dioceses throughout the world according to need. This system of allocating funds helps ensure that money is distributed fairly and that those who are most desperately in need receive support.

Sponsorship Scheme Information

Introduction

Missio England and Wales runs a Sponsorship Scheme with five seminaries in five countries, which we support every year. These are seminaries with which we have had a long-standing friendship.
India (St John’s), Kenya (Christ the King), Malawi (St Peter’s), 
Nigeria (Bigard Memorial), Sri Lanka (Our Lady of Lanka)
Missio also distributes funding to other countries which vary each year, according to need. However, those countries are not part of the Sponsorship Scheme. 

Supporters who wish to become sponsors (individuals, parishes, families or prayer groups) and who can commit to £500 per year for four years, are given the name and photograph of an individual student in the first of his final four years of Theology studies. He will also be given his sponsor’s name, to encourage prayer for one another. 

You may sponsor more than one student at a time. The academic years begin at different times: Missio is normally given names from India in July, Kenya in September, and Sri Lanka, Malawi and Nigeria in November. Missio does not allocate new sponsors to students during the summer break but will retain details for when the new academic year begins.

Missio is unable to guarantee that every student will be ordained. With the support of his Bishop and seminary staff, he will discover through the seminary programme whether his desire for ordination is a genuine calling from God. If not, he will leave. This should not be considered a failure. Our experience is that ex-students put their education and formation to the service of the Church and society at large. If a student leaves, the sponsor will be offered a new student at no extra cost.

Funding

Those offering £500 or more a year for four years can become a sponsor, and support a student in his final four years of study

Parishes and individuals are encouraged to take on the sponsorship of a student as part of their Advent support or Lenten programme.

The money does not go to the individual student directly but to the seminary as part of the seminary grant. Donations can be made in the most convenient way to you, for example, monthly, quarterly or annually and may be made by Direct Debit, cheque, card or CAF. 

Some of our seminaries may include a pastoral year as part of the student’s training programme. This will mean that it will be five years before ordination to the priesthood. However, the cost does not increase – it remains £2,000 in total, per student.
